OFFICE UPDATE

In a recent REDNews article, Michelle Wogan, Marketing
Director for Transwestern Commercial Services,
reported that Uptown Houston's office market has seen a
tremendous amount of leasing activity over the past two
quarters. Additionally, net absorption has almost doubled
in the last year, from 232,000 square feet to 402,000
square feet. One of the most active properties in 2005
was Williams Tower, which reduced its availability to
64,000 square feet of contiguous available space, down
from 500,000 square feet of contiguous space in 2004.
After decades in the Upper Kirby district, Page
Parkes Corporation, the largest model and talent
group in the Southwest, has moved to Uptown Houston.
